This Fun-Kart is restricted to use by operator and passenger with a minimum age of twelve years. Fun-Karts

are intended for use by operators who meet the physical and cognitive capabilities set out by the manufacturer
in the material provided with the Fun-Kart. A 20mph speed reduction kit is available for this fun kart.

Consumer Responsibility for Safe Use and Maintenance of a Fun-Kart

Fun-Karts shall not be modified from the manufacturer’s original design and configuration.

Fun-Karts shall not be used to perform racing, stunt riding, jumps, spinouts, donuts, or other maneuvers as
they may cause loss of control. As such, these activities are likely to result in possible injury to the operator,
passenger, bystanders, or all.

Prior to each use, the operator shall perform the preoperational checks specified by the manufacturer, and

further verify:
a. Smooth throttle operation and positive return of the throttle linkage to a closed throttle position when
released,

Before you drive your kart for the first
time, we urge you to:

- Read this owner’s manual and the labels on your kart carefully.
- Make sure you understand all the safety messages.

- Know how to operate all the controls.

Protective Apparel

Although complete protection is not possible, wearing proper gear can reduce the chance of injury should you
have an accident. The following suggestions will help you choose the proper protective gear.

Helmet and Eye Protection

Your helmet is your most important piece of protective gear because it offers the best
protection against head injuries. A helmet should fit your head comfortably and securely.

Open-face helmets offer some protection, but a full-face helmet offers more. Regardiess of the style,
look for a D.O.T. (Department of Transportation) or Snell Memorial Foundation (SNELL) sticker on any
helmet you buy. Always wear a face shield or goggles to protect your eyes and help your vision.

A WARNING

Operating this kart without wearing an approved motorcycle helmet, eye protection, and
protective clothing could increase your chances of head and/or eye injury, and the possibility

of death in the event of a severe accident.
Always wear an approved motorcycle helmet that fits properly, eye protection (goggles or face
shield), gloves, boots, long-sleeved shirt or jacket and long pants.

Additional Driving Gear

Driver Training

Developing your driving skills is an ongoing process. Even if you are and experienced driver, take time to
become familiar with the kart controls and how the kart handles. Practice driving in a safe, open area to
develop your skills. Do not drive on rough terrain until you get accustomed to the kart controls and feel
comfortable with its size and weight.

SAFE DRIVING PRECAUTIONS

Off-Road Use Only:
Your kart and its tires are designed and manufactured for off-road use only, not for use on paved surfaces.
Driving on paved surfaces can affect the kart handling, control, and cause excessive wear to your tires.

Operating this kart on paved surfaces may seriously affect handling and control of the kart,

and may cause the vehicle to go out of control.

When driving off-road, also remember to always obey local off-road driving laws and regulations. Obtain
permission to drive on private property. Avoid posted areas and obey "NO TRESPASSING" signs.

You should never drive your kart on public streets, roads or highways, even if they are not paved. Drivers of
street vehicles may have difficulty seeing and avoiding you, which could lead to a collision.

4\ WARNING

Operating this kart on public streets, roads or highways could result in a collision with another

vehicle. Never operate this kart on any public streets, roads or highways, whether they are
dirt, gravel or paved surfaces.

Keep Hands and Feet on Controls

When driving your kart, always keep both hands on the steering wheel and both feet on the foot controls. ltis
important to remain alert and remain focused when driving the kart. Removing hands or feet from the controls
can reduce your ability to react and maintain control of the kart.

4 WARNING

Removing your hands from the steering wheel or feet from the foot controls during operation
can reduce your ability to control the kart and could result in a collision. Always keep both
hands on the steering wheel and both feet on the foot controls of your kart during operation.

Control Speed

Driving at excessive speeds increases the likelihood of an accident. In choosing an appropriate
speed, you must consider the capability of your kart, the terrain, visibility and other operating
conditions, in addition to the skill and experience of the driver.
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4\ WARNING

Operating this kart at excessive speeds increases your chances of losing control of the kart,
resulting in an accident. Always drive at a speed that is appropriate for your skill, your kart,
the terrain, visibility and other operating conditions.

Use of this Kart on Unfamiliar or Rough Terrain
Before driving in an unfamiliar area, always check the terrain thoroughly. Don't drive fast on unfamiliar terrain
or when visibility is limited (it is often difficult to react to hidden obstructions like rocks, bumps, or holes).

4\ WARNING

Failure to use extra care when operating this kart on unfamiliar terrain could result in the kart
overturning or going out of control. Go slowly and use extreme caution when operating on
unfamiliar terrain. Always be alert to changing terrain conditions when operating the kart.

Never drive past the limit of visibility. Maintain a safe distance between your kart and other off-road vehicles.
Always exercise caution and use extreme care on rough, slippery and loose terrain.

Don't try to show
off.
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KART OPERATION

A. Operation controls

4\ WARNING

Do not attempt to start or operate the engine until completely familiar with the location and use
of each control necessary to operate this vehicle. The operator must know how to stop this

machine before starting and driving it.

B. Throttle

The right foot pedal is the throttle, controlling the speed of the kart. As the engine speed increases above idle,
the clutch automatically engages and moves the vehicle forward. To disengage the clutch at any time, allow
the throttle to return to the idle position. (See Fig Below)

4 WARNING

Every time, prior to starting the engine, check the throttle assembly to ensure that when the
pedal is pushed all the way forward the assembly is working smoothly and returns to idle when
released. Do not operate this unit if pedal or engine throttle linkage fail to return to the idie

position. If unable to correct the problem through lubrication, adjustment or replacement of
worn parts, contact your dealer for assistance.

C. Brake

The brake is controlled by the left foot pedal (See Figure below). Applying pressure to the pedal draws the
brake pads against the brake disc at the wheels and slows or stops the kart. The locking lever can be applied
to act as a park brake and should remain applied during starting and engine warming (choke cycle).

D. Engine Starting KEY SWiTcH 5 oree STOP
With the brake applied, insert the key into key-switch. Turn the
key clockwise. Have a supervisor start the engine by opening
the choke, then pulling the recoil starter. NOTE: Your Fun-Kart
is equipped with (2) engine stop switches, one located on
the dash and one located on the engine electrical cover.
BOTH switches must be in the “RUN” position for the
engine to start. The engine will warm up within 5 minutes,

allowing the engine to operate at the normal RPM. The choke
may be closed at this time. On a warm day, this period of time
may be reduced to under 1 minute.

& CAUTION

This unit has been shipped with a special BREAK-IN oil pre-filled in the engine crankcase.
This oil MUST be changed after 5 hours of operation. Replace with a 10W30 weight motor oil
as described in the SERVICE section of this manual.

E. Engine Stop Switch
Before driving this vehicle, test the Engine Stop Switch to ensure that it is operating properly. With the engine
running, push the Engine Stop Switch to the depressed position to shut down the engine.

F. Seat Adjustment

The unit is equipped with an adjustable drivers seat. To adjust, lift the lever just in front of the seat bottom
(between the drivers legs) and move the seat either forward or backward. Release the lever at the desired
seat location, ensuring that the lever snaps back into place to lock the seat.

4 WARNING

Never operate this kart when the seat is not securely locked into position. Serious injury or

death could occur due to loss of control. Always make seat adjustments with the kart fully
stopped and the engine shut off.

G. Occupant Restraints

This kart is equipped with 3 point retracting seat belts. Insert the metal tongue into the buckle until it is
securely aftached. Final adjustments should be made with the plastic tension stop such that the belt is
against the shoulder and chest with no excess slack.

H. Rear Cargo Rack
This kart is equipped with a rear cargo rack. The rack should be used for transporting small items, however,
the items MUST be securely tied down with adequate straps or cords. Additionally, never exceed the rated
load of 251bs.

4 WARNING

Failure to properly tie down loose items and exceeding the maximum rating of the cargo rack

may cause serious injury or death.

The electrodes should be kept
clean and free of carbon. The presence of carbon (dark matter) or
excess oil (wet) will greatly reduce engine performance. [f possible,
check the spark plug gap (area between the electrodes) using a wire
feeler gage or spark plug gap tool.

3) Before installing the spark plug, coat the threads lightly with graphite
lubricant to ensure easier removal of the plug in the future.

4) Spark plug should be replaced once a year for optimum engine
performance.

D. Carburetor Adjustment
All the necessary carburetor adjustments have been made at the factory, and the recommended settings are
correct for most applications. To adjust the engine idle setting on the carburetor:

1) Allow the engine to warm up for 5-10 minutes.
2) Using a Phillips screwdriver, adjust the idle screw (shown) until Idle Screw
the engine settles at approximately 1400RPM.
NOTE: For further carburetor adjustments, refer to the Service
Manual available for purchase from your Dealer or by calling
American SportWorks customer service.

E. Cleaning Instructions

Keep your kart clean by using a clean rag and a mild detergent and water solution. Wipe off all dirt and oil
from around the controls. Wipe off any spilled fuel and oil. Keep the engine clean and clear of foreign
objects, especially those around the air intake fan and air inlet ductwork.

F. General Lubrication
Lubricate the vehicle at least every 90 days, and more often, if the kart is used daily or in unusually dusty
conditions.

G. Chain Lubrication and Adjustment

For optimum chain life, lubrication with a spray on chain lubricant should be performed on a regular basis.
(Ref Figure below)

Anew chain will have initial stretch and therefore will require adjustment. The first chain adjustment should be

made after the first 2_hours of use. If the chain has more than %" of slack or “flex’ then it will require

adjustment. To adjust:
1) Loosen Nut (1).
2) Adjust nut (2) on the underside of the tube.
3) Re-tighten Nut (1) until the proper chain tension is achieved.

H. Adjustment of Front and Rear Shock

There are five adjustable positions on each shock.

The center notch is the default position as set by the
manufacturer (Ref Figure). Use a round nut wrench to
adjust the shock.

To INCREASE the shock stiffness, rotate the ring to the
highest (longest) setting.

To DECREASE the shock stiffness, rotate the ring to the
lowest (shortest) setting.

Shock stiffness adjustments should be made based on the
overall weight of the rider and occupant.

SPRING ADJUSTMENT CAM

. Storage Instruction
If you plan to store (and not operate) your kart for a period in excess of 30 days, or at the end of each driving
season, the unit should be set up for storage as follows:

1) Drain fuel tank and carburetor by allowing the engine to run completely out of fuel.

2) Lubricate the engine cylinder by removing the air cleaner and spraying an engine fogging oil through
the carburetor.

3) Do NOT save or store gasoline over the winter. Using old gasoline, which will deteriorate from
storage, will make the engine difficult to start and affect the performance of the engine.

4) To protect the paint, plastics and upholstery, it is a good idea to keep the unit covered when notin use.
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GENERAL MAINTENANCE

A. Front Wheel Replacement

Remove cotter pin and castle nut. Wheel should be easily removed. After
replacing the wheels, tighten castle nut and replace cotter pin with a new one.
Replace rubber cover.

B. Rear Wheel Replacement

Remove cotter pin, castle nut, and washer. Wheel should be easily removed.
After replacing the wheels, replace the washer, tighten castle nut and replace
cotter pin with a new one. Replace rubber cover.

C. Front Wheel Alignment (Ref Toe Adjustment Diagram)

The front wheels should be set with a “toe-in" from 1/8" to 1/4". At the centerline of the tires, measure the

Distance A and the Distance B. For proper toe adjustment, Dimension A should be 1/8” — 1/4” greater than

Dimension B.
To make adjustments:
1) Loosen the lock nuts on both sides of Front Tie Rods.

2) Ensure the steering wheel is centered, and adjust Dimension B by equally rotating the tie rods in

or out with a 12mm wrench.

3) After adjusting to the desired length, tighten the lock nut against the rod end.

4) Recheck the dimensions for proper alignment.
